Church of the Nafivily of the
Theotokos - Lyakhovisy

The ancient mentions about Church in Lyakhovtsy refer to 1575, 1668,
1704, 1713, 1721, 1786,1796. The modern church was built in 1713. In 1895
it possessed 158 dessiatinas of land. The parish has also a cemetery St.
Nickolas Church. 46 boys visited the school. In 1898, the church was visited
by a bishop. The church consists of three frameworks, has a longitudinal-
axial construction. It consists of a rectangular nave, apse and babinets with
trapezoidal tambour. The altar | has an independent half-hipped roof.

On one axis with the church, there is a framed bell tower, divided by a
visor into 2 tiers. The upper tier is cut with arched openings and completed
with a tented roof. The church is a monument of a folk architecture. On
September 12, 1964, the church in the village of Lyakhovtsy was closed by
the decision on the regional council... However, the fight for the church did
not stop. In 1988, the year of the millennium of the Christianization of Rus,
enormous changes took place in Soviet society; the revival of church life
began. On May 24, 1988, the church and parish in the village of Lyakhovtsy
were revived. It was the first church in the region to be opened after a long
period of theomachy. Protoiereus Alexey Kurishko was the first rector of
the church. The first service was performed in the day of remembrance of
equal-to-apostles Saints Cyril and Methodius on May 24, 1988. From that
time on, the saint brothers became special patrons of the parish and village.

Church of Transfiguration -
Khotislav

There is no exact information about when the first church was built in
the village of Khotislav. There is only a brief mention of the church in the
village of Khotislav «From the collection of inventory of landlord possessions
of Berastye economy (1668)» — village Khatyaslau. So, according to this
text, the church in the village of Khotislav appeared in the middle of XVII
century, because in 1668 this church was «newly built». It is located on the
main street of the village. It was built of wood. The church is an example of
a two-towered wooden church in the Baroque style. In 1957, priest Boris
Trunin was appointed as a rector of the Khotislav Church. In the archival
fund of Brest district executive committee there is a decision dated January 10,
1963 on deregistration of the Orthodox Church in the village of Khotislav of
Brest (former Malorita) district of Brest region, as having ceased its activity.

After these 30 years, only some walls and more or less preserved bell tower
remained from the church, which for a long time served as a grain warehouse.

In 1989, the revival of the Khotislav parish and the church in the village
of Khotislav began. 1990 is the year of energetic work for restoration of
a destroyed church for the residents of Khotislav parish. The day of the
consecration of the church was September 8, 1990. The celebrations on this
occasion were headed by Most Reverend Constantine, Bishop of Brest and
Kobrin, with a huge crowd of people.

A Sunday school was founded in the church in 1993. In connection with
the 200th anniversary of the founding of the church,

began to visit it regularly. In connection with the 200th anniversary of the
founding of the church, in 1999, it was visited by the Metropolitan of Minsk
and Slutsk, Patriarchal Exarch of All Belarus Filaret.

Church of the Nativity of the
Theotokos

The Curch in Chernyany is mentioned in the most ancient documents
in 1574, 1668, 1724, 1786. It was built of wood. The nave is covered with
a tented roof and crowned with cupola, connected to a three-tiered tented
bell-tower. A pentahedral apse, completed by a cupola, adjoins the nave. Low
rectangular sacristies are attached to it on both sides. The main entrance is
highlighted by a porch. The walls are divided by horizontal belts into 3 tiers,
in the center they are horizontally sheathed with boards. Window openings
are rectangular, with decorative platbands. The church is a monument of
wooden architecture.

By 1869, the church in the village of Chernyany was completely dilapidated
and required repair. In 1870, priest Ioann Gatskevich threatened the
parishioners that if they did not repair their dilapidated church, then with
the new distribution of churches, it would be assigned to the Velikorita
church and they would not have their own priest. After that, the parishioners
made repaired their church within less than a year. A parochial school was
opened at the church in 1883. In 1898 a bishop visited the church. In 1915,
the eparchy temporarily did not
exist. Only in 1945, the parish
in Chernyany was officially
registered. In 1959-1960 the
parish community in Chernyany
was deregistered due to the
termination of its activities. The
revival of church life began in
1988. In the early 90s of the
twentieth century, the church
in the village of Chernyany was
completely renovated.

St. Nicholas the Wonderworker
Church - Malorita

According to church data and collected information from the elderly
persons, the church was consecrated on October 10, 1908. This is evidenced by
the inscription on the prayer book presented to charioteer Pavel Kamenchuk
by priest Fyodor on the day of the consecration of the new church. On the
place of the present church, there was an old wooden church, which burned
down during a fire (1904) with all the houses along the church street.

In the State Archives of the Brest Region for the period from 1921 to
1939, there is information about the Orthodox Church in Malorita, namely:
1. The Church of St. Nicholas in the town of Malorita was built in 1907 at
the expense of parishioners.

People who saw the church after the war in 1941-1945 remember how
many fragments of bombs and shells were in the walls. All the years during
the war, worships were held in the Malorita church. In 1992, there was a fire
in the church. With the help of parishioners
and with the help of regional organizations, the
church was restored. On November 6, 1993,
the church was completely consecrated. The
consecration was performed by the Bishop
of Brest and Kobrin Constantine. In 1970,
several icons were taken from the church to
the State Art Museum of the BSSR. These are
the «Transfiguration» icon painted by the
Malorita master in 1648 and the «Protection
of the Mother of God» icon painted by the
same master in 1649. In addition, the icon
«The Dormition of the Mother of God» (1650)
was taken out of the church in the village of
Oltush, Malorita region. All attempts to return
the icons were unsuccessful.

For hard work for the glory
of the Holy Church, the rector, Father Anatoly Dudarchuk, was awarded a
golden pectoral cross. In 1996, on the eve of Christmas, a 4-tiered iconostasis
was installed in the church. In 2005, the altar was painted. On February 9,
2006, Bishop Ioann of Brest and Kobrin visited the church with the icon of
the Blessed Mother Valentina of the Minsk church.

The modern church was under
construction under the leadership of priest Simeon Pavlovich together with
the parishioners and consecrated on August 6, 1783. The church possessed
205 dessiatinas of land. In 1859, priest Ioann Pavlovich opened the first
parochial school on the territory of Malorita region in the church house. The
peasant children were taught reading, writing, fundamentals of arithmetic,
prayer and fundamentals of catechism. In 1872, the construction of the Holy
Aleksievskaya cemetery chapel in honor of St. Alexiy Metropolitan of Moscow
began; the chapel was consecrated in 1873. It was built at the expense of the
landowner of the Oltush estate Aleksey Maymeskul. A two-tier iconostasis
was made in it, decorated with fine and graceful wood carvings and gilt. All
icons were painted in the Orthodox spirit and very good painting. Since 1918,
Hieromonk Joseph (Vasilyuk) from the Meletsky St. Nicholas Monastery
served in the Oltush Church. In December 1921, during an epidemic of
typhus, he communed the dying with the Holy Gifts, as a result of which he
himself became infected and died. Priest Vladimir Strekha is serving now.

Church of the Nativity of the
Theotokos - Doropeyevichi

The Church in Doropeyevichi was mentioned in documents in 1672, 1724,
1742,1786. The modern church was built in XVII - beginning of XVIII. The
bishop attended church in 1887. In 1907, Holy Theotokos, the patroness of
the holy Mount Athos, showed mercy to the parishioners of the Church of
the Nativity of the Theotokos in Doropeyevichi. At that time, the rector of
this church was the priest Ioan Khodorovsky, who was personally acquainted
with some of the Athos ascetics and, in particular, with the prior of the
monastery of the Holy Annunciation, Hieroschemamonk Parfeniy. Father
Parthenius wished to send as a gift to Father Ioan Khodorovsky the icon of
the Mother of God «Quick to Hearken» and a silver Cross with gilt and holy
relics embedded in it. In August 1907, the icon arrived at its destination, and
on August 31st it was transferred to the Kobrin St. Nicholas Church.

The procession began on September 1st and went on for almost two days
along the roads of the Kobrin district in the direction of the Doropeevichs.
It was attended by priests and parishioners from nearby churches.

In 1908, the Cross was sent
with the holy relics of Saint
Pantaleon and a particle of the
tree of the Cross of the Lord. On
March 23rd, it was delivered to
the Church in Doropeyevichi. The
Pochaev icon of the Mother of
God disappeared in 1964, because
on September 3 of the same year,
the parish in Doropeyevichi was
closed. Parish in Doropeyevichi
resumed its work only in 1988.
Protoiereus Ioan Zaruba is serving
now.

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St. llya Church - Velikorita

The Church in Velikorita existed already in XVI century. This sacred
place was firstly mentioned in 1576. There was a uniat chapel in the yard
Ruda near Velikorita in 1668. The church was also mentioned in documents
in 1724 and 1786. Priest Luka Kunakhovich founded a parochial school in
1860. In 1887, instead of the old, dilapidated church, a new one was built
in honor of St. Ilya. The initiator of its construction was the priest Arseny
Izmailov from Velikorita. Construction began in 1883. On December 6,
1887, the new church was consecrated by the rector of the Brest Cathedral,
Protoiereus Ioan Grigorovich. In 1885, the chapel at the local cemetery
was rebuilt into a cemetery church in the name of the Annunciation of the
Theotokos. In 1898 and 1926, the bishop visited the Velikorita church. In
1944, the Germans, retreating, blew up the church in Velikorita. From 1944
to the early 90s there was no church in Velikorita, but attempts to open it
were made several times. A new brick church was built in 1955, mostly on
donations from parishioners. Currently, priest Anatoly Tarasevich is serving
in the church.

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Holy Assumption Church -
Gvoznitsa

This church was first mentioned in 1668 as a Uniate church. In 1812,
Brest bishop Iosaphat Bulgak laid the first stone of the newly-built church in
Gvoznitsa. By 1816, this church was built at the expense of the landowner Ivan
d’Auberno, the brotherhood and the parishioners. On August 19, 1881, the
church was solemnly consecrated. Earlier, in 1860, priest Joseph Taranovich
opened a parochial school at the church. The school located in the ecclesiastic’s
house. In 1924, the parish in Gvoznitsa was assigned to the one in Zburazh.
After the Great Patriotic War, the parishioners of the Gvoznitsa church
refused the registration and the opportunity to have a priest, although there
was a church in Gvoznitsa, and it was in good condition. The fact is that this
church has been attributed to another one since 1924, and worships were
rarely performed in it. During the war years, Gvoznitsa was in the partisan
zone and, according to the recollections of parishioners, a priest who lived in
the forest with partisans sometimes performed worships. In 1990, the parish
in Gvoznitsa was restored, and in 1991 the church, which was previously
equipped as a rural House of Culture, was also restored. Since 1991, priest
Gennady Shepelevich has served in the Gvoznitsa parish.

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Church of the Nafivily of the
Theotokos in Lukovo - Lukovo

The Church in Lukovo was mentioned in documents in 1653, 1668, 1669,
1724, 1742, 1786, 1792. In 1819, in the village of Lukovo, the Theotokos Church
was built instead of the burnt down church on the territory of the cemetery
located on the cape (peninsula) of Lukov Lake. The year of construction of
the church is indicated in the «Record on the Church of the Nativity of the
Theotokos in Lukovo in Grodno governorate, Brest uyezd and deanery for
1905». This record is located in the National historical archives of Belarus
in Grodno.

The story tells about a special veneration of the Lukovo Icon of the Mother
of God, which was miraculously found on the ashes of a burnt church. The
holiday in honor of this icon began to be celebrated on Friday on the tenth
week after Easter. In 1992,
a stone church was built
in Lukovo in a very short
time - within one year. It
was decided to build a new
temple in a new place, since
the natural lake was turned
into a reservoir, and the
groundwater close to the
surface became a significant
obstacle to its construction.
The history of the Lukovo
bells is also interesting. The
bell tower of the church
had seven bells, and during the Great Patriotic War, the four more bells
were brought from the church in the village of Zabolotye burned down by
the Germans. When the church was closed, the pious parishioners, wishing
to save the bells from desecration, flooded them in the lake. Thus, the bells
were preserved and after the construction of a new church, one of them was
installed on the bell tower. In 1999, an artist from the city of Kobrin painted
anew icon of the Appearance of the Mother of God on Lukovo Lake, which
is now located in the Church of the Nativity of the Theotokos in Lukovo, on
the central analogion.

Church of the Nafivily of the
Theotokos - Mokrany

Documentary information about the Mokrany Church dates back to 1663,
1774, 1786. A new church was built by the landowner Georgy Leparsky in
Mokrany in 1786-1787. In 1861, priest Vasily Sitkevich opened a parochial
school in his house. The bishop visited the parish in 1898. In 1907, instead
of the old church, a new wooden one was built. In 1944, on the eve of their
retreat, the Germans sent prisoners and looted property to Germany. On
July 18th the same fate befell the family of the priest of the Mokrany Church,
Makariy Sakovich. They returned to Mokrany only in August 1945.

On June 7, 1951, a fire broke out in the Mokrany church, during which
the church building and all the church utensils burned down.

The fire began, apparently because of arson, the culprit of which could
not be identified. After the fire, believers, eager to have a church, looked for
options for its restoration.

On July 7, 1992, the first stone was laid for the construction of a new brick
church. The temple was erected within almost 6 years. The first Liturgy was
held here on November 10, 1997, on the day of the Icon of the Mother of
God «The Sign». The church began to work in December of the same year.

On Wednesday October 8, 2003, Vladyka Ioann performed the Rite of
consecration of the church, and then the Divine Liturgy, together with the
secretary of the Brest eparchy Protoiereus Pyotr Romanovich, Blagochinny of
the churches of the Malorita blagochiniye Protoiereus Nikolay Kudlasevich,
rector of the aforementioned church priest Sergiy Strunts, clergy of the
blagochiniye and numerous praying parishioners.

Dmitry Evgenievich Lukashevich served as a priest in the period from
October 27. 2003 to 2005.

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St. Michael's Churches in
Pozhezhin

The wooden church in Pozhezhin was built in 1637 in honor of the
Archangel Michael as a Uniate church. After the Polotsk church council in 1839,
the process of transition of the population from Uniate to Orthodox Church
began, and the Pozhezhin Church became Orthodox. Worships were held in
this church until 1915, since that
year a new church was built and
worships began to be held in the
new one. The old church building
was used by the priest for storing
agricultural products, which were
brought by the peasants for the
use of the church land.

Having learned about this use
of the church building, the Polesie
Spiritual Consistory decided to
immediately transfer this church
to the jurisdiction of the Roman
Catholic clergy and population.

The transfer case lasted 6 years and did not end with anything, but the
Catholics made a rather detailed description of this church. In particular,
its condition in 1925 was assessed as «dilapidated», a wooden foundation, a
roof covered with a «shingle».

In 1944, both churches were burned down by the Germans during the
retreat. Along with them, icons and church books burned down 1845-1875,
1877-1883, 1881-1886, 1893-1903, 1905-1907, 1911-1914

In the early 1990s, when preparations were underway for the construction
of a new church, residents of Pozhezhin turned to the Grodno archives hoping
to find materials about the destroyed churches, but only one photo of these
churches dated 1925 was found.

Holy Protection Church -
Lburazh

The oldest mention of the Zburazh church dates back to 1679, 1724,
1742, 1786. St. Simeon Church in Zburazh burned down in 1894. The new
stone church was built at the expense of the Holy Synod in 1908-1910 and
consecrated in honor of the Protection of the Theotokos. The church had
136 dessiatinas of land. The bishop visited Zburazh in 1884, 1895.

Events happened in Zburazh in 1929-1931 characterize the life of the
Orthodox Church in the Polish state at that time. And all this was associated
with the name of the priest of the Zburazh church, Pyotr Vachinsky (born
in 1896).

In January-March je lived in Zburazh and agitated the parishioners not to
admit the newly appointed priest Fyodor Levitsky who was forced to serve
in Gvoznitsa Church. At the same time, he was preparing the ground for
separation from the official Orthodox Church.

On April 16, it was decided by the court to evict Vachinsky from the priest
house, but he did not obey this decree. On May 11, priest A. Ushakov, with
the help of the district headman with the police, managed to take possession
of the church, and on the night of May 12 P. Vachinsky was arrested.

In autumn 1943 near the village of Zburazh, a battle broke out between
the partisans and the invaders. During the battle, the Zburazh church was
heavily shelled by the fascists. As a result, it was completely destroyed.

On March 26, 1991 Protoiereus of Brest blagochiniye Yevgeniy, priests
V. Bozhovskiy and P. Pashkevich consecrated the first stone for the foundation
of the Holy Protection Church in Zburazh. The new brick church was built
in 1993.

In 1993 a new church was built, which is temporarily served by a priest
of Gvoznitsa.
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
